Following our visit of the mill, we move on to the American
Textile History Museum (ATHM). History really seems to come alive at this museum. After this visit, you’ll
never look at textiles the same way again! ATHM has the most significant integrated textile history collection in
North America including extensive flat textile and clothing collections and one of the world’s largest and most
important collections of spinning wheels and looms. Don’t miss out on this fun day of history.
