EVENT: The Exeter Parks & Recreation Department invites you to join us for a trip to Boston as we visit the 

Museum of Science, located right along the banks of the Charles River. The Museum of Science is a Boston 

landmark. With over 700 exhibits and live presentations taking place throughout the day, this is the perfect place 

to explore the wonderful world of science! During our visit, we will have full access of all exhibits and an IMAX 

screening in the Mugar Omni Theater (show TBD). 

DATE: The date selected is Wednesday, December 28th, 2016. We will depart the Exeter Recreation Center 

parking lot at 8:30am and will be returning to Exeter approximately 4:30pm. 

COST: The cost of the tour includes admission to the Museum of Science, IMAX Film in the Mugar Omni 

Theater and transportation in the Recreation Department’s van.
